WEDNESDAY EVENING Senior High (10-12th grades) students
attend worship in the sanctuary with their families, before being
dismissed after worship and announcements. They then meet in the
Gym for Bible studly.

SPECIAL NEEDS SERVICE

SUNDAY MORNING During the 11 AM service in the gym, we have
a class for those with special needs for the purpose of helping them
to know Jesus, and enabling parents and caregivers the opportunity
to go to church and participate in worship and fellowship.
